How to go to the Institut Océanographique ?





From Roissy airport





Take the RER line B to Paris


Get off at the Luxembourg Station


Go up Rue Gay-Lussac, Luxembourg garden in the Back, and Institut is on the left hand side at the cross with rue St Jacques (second cross)


From Orly Airport


Less expensive :


Take the bus to « Denfert-Rochereau »


At Denfert-Rochereau, take the RER line B with an ordinary metro ticket for inside town towards Roissy (northward) and get off at Luxembourg station


Go up Rue Gay-Lussac, Luxembourg garden in the Back, and Institut is on the left hand side at the cross with rue St Jacques (second cross)





More confortable


Take ORLYVAL metro with a ticket to Luxembourg


Change at Antony


At Antony, take the correspondance in RER line B with an ordinary metro ticket for inside town towards Roissy (northward) and get off at Luxembourg station


Go up Rue Gay-Lussac, Luxembourg garden in the Back, and Institut is on the left hand side at the cross with rue St Jacques (second cross)





From Gare du Nord train station


Take the RER line B to Paris South/Denfert Rochereau/Robinson/St Remy (simple metro ticket)


Get off at the Luxembourg Station


Go up Rue Gay-Lussac, Luxembourg garden in the Back, and Institut is on the left hand side at the cross with rue St Jacques (second cross)





From Gare Montparnasse 


Cross the plazza to Place du 18 juin 1940


Take bus 89 and get off at « Luxembourg station »


Go up Rue Gay-Lussac, Luxembourg garden in the Back, and Institut is on the left hand side at the cross with rue St Jacques (second cross)





From Gare d’Austerlitz train station


Take the metro line 10 to Boulogne 


Get off at « Maubert Mutualité »


Walk Boulevard St Germain and turn on the left rue St Jacques (the 4th on the left)


Go up to Institut Oceanographic which is on the left hand side at the cross with rue St Jacques (second cross)





From Issy les Moulineaux


Take the RER C at Issy Plaine to Paris


Get Off at Saint Michel


Change to RER line B to Luxembourg or walk (Seine River in the Back) Boulevard St Michel up to rue Gay-Lussac


Go up Rue Gay-Lussac, Luxembourg garden in the Back, and Institut is on the left hand site at the cross with rue St Jacques (second cross)
